Mrs. Jackson’s Math
Homework and Grading Policy

Homework is an essential part of your educational experience.  The only way you can expect success in math is to practice the skills that you learn each day.  Homework is practice for upcoming quizzes and tests.  There are a few guidelines you will need to follow to get full credit for homework.  Homework will be 15% of your grade.
Homework is due at the beginning of the class on the following school day from which it was assigned.  If you do not have your homework for any reason, it will be a zero.  You must have a signed note from a parent the day the homework is due for extenuating circumstances.  

Homework MUST BE IN PENCIL.  Homework is a time to make mistakes.  In order to keep your homework neat, use a pencil so that you can erase your mistakes and correct.

To earn full credit for each assignment, you must have 80% or more of the problems correct.  80% or better correct is an “OK” which earns you 4 points (full credit).  If you have less than 80% correct, it will be considered “NA” or not acceptable.

An NA is simply a work in progress.  An NA tells me that you have not mastered the lesson and need more practice.  Once you receive an NA, you must redo each incorrect problem on a separate piece of paper and attach it to the top of your original homework.  You will only receive half credit (2 points) until all incorrect problems have been corrected to 100%.  You may try the problems as many times as it takes to get the correct answer up until the chapter test.  You do not want to wait until it is too late.  Once you have corrected ALL mistakes, you will receive an OK and full credit (4 points) for the assignment.

Zeroes can NEVER become full credit, however you may make up the assignment for half credit.  (Keep in mind, half credit is 50% which can really damage your homework grade).  Always do your homework on time to avoid harmful zeroes!!!

Five NAs within any given chapter will result in working lunch detentions until NAs are corrected.  Three zeroes within any given chapter will result in a phone call home and an administrative detention for coming to class unprepared.

In addition to homework, your math grade will consist of quizzes and notebook grades which are 35% of your grade and tests which are 50% of your grade.

As your math teacher, I reserve the right to contact your parents at any time when I feel that an issue deserves their attention and involvement.  Possible reasons to call home may be lack of effort, lack of homework, poor quiz and test scores, poor behavior during class, etc.  

I may also contact your parents to share positive aspects of your school day such as excellent homework habits, consistently good quiz and test scores, excellent class participation, or overall positive experiences with you in math class from day to day.  I would MUCH rather call home to congratulate you and your parents for a job well done.  The choice is yours!!!

Suggested materials for math include loose leaf paper for note taking and homework, a three-ring binder for organization, and plenty of pencils and pens.  You should also have a calculator, protractor, and compass for homework use.  I have these tools in the classroom for school use only.  Have your own set for homework and practice at home.  We use the TI-30XIIS calculators at school and for testing.

If you are absent, first check the homework website for missed assignments.  Please see me for handouts, missed quizzes, or tests.  You will have the number of days absent to make-up missed work.
