7TH GRADE MATHEMATICS COMMON EXPECTATIONS  
As the teachers of mathematics in grade 7 at Engle Middle School, we welcome you to a year that will be challenging, but also very rewarding.  While there will be differences in the courses that students will take in 7th grade, our expectations will be the same.  We expect that you will work hard in class, complete your homework to the best of your ability, and ask for help when you need it.  We will do our best to help you understand and apply the concepts of mathematics and help you to achieve your best.
The content of the mathematics courses in 7th grade will vary by course.  However, all students will study rational numbers, basic algebra, percents, ratios, proportions, integers, graphing, statistics, probability, and geometry.

Practice and review are essential parts of the learning process.  Homework is one way that you will experience this reinforcement of necessary concepts and skills.  Since consistent practice and review is important, homework will be assigned on a regular basis.  If you are absent you are expected to complete missed assignments.  It is your responsibility to check the assignment and complete the work.  An assignment must be completed on time to receive full credit, but half credit will be given for assignments completed late.  You will be permitted as many days to make up your work as you were absent.

You will be expected to record daily entries in a math notebook and keep loose papers in a pocket folder or binder.  These will be periodically collected and graded by the teacher.

· school-provided assignment book

· colored pencils/highlighters (optional)
